Message from the Holy Land Commissariat “The Franciscans have, for eight centuries,
been responsible for the care of the many sacred places, as well as schools and parishes in
Israel, Gaza and the West Bank.

Besides looking after the pilgrims and pilgrimage sites, the Franciscans look after 15
schools in Israel/Palestine and offer wide-ranging housing and social support programmes.
The Latin Church looks after another 10 schools. There are two Catholic schools in the
Gaza parish. Both communities are currently sheltering families and will need help when
the current violence stops.”
